Northgate has a long-standing history of welcoming and supporting registered non-profit and 
fundraising groups within our community and we are pleased to continue this tradition through the 
following opportunities. 
 
 
COMMUNITY BOOTH 
 

 The Community Booth is available at no cost. 
 

 It is located in at the South Court Entrance in front of Pharma Plus.  South Court entrance has the 
       Second highest traffic flow in the mall. 

 
 The booth has counters, cupboards and is u-shaped for maximum display and access.  

 
 Barstools are permanently stationed at the booth allowing people to sit higher than the standard 

table and chair set up. This set up will allow your volunteers to be more visible to passing traffic.  
 

 There is room available in front of the booth to display any larger sized raffle items. This consistent 
location will make it easier for customers to locate your organization.  

 
 The use of tape is not permitted to hang posters or signs on the booth.  Mounting putty may be 

used for hanging posters or signs. A sign holder 22x28 inches is available for use. 
 

 The booth must be left in a clean condition after each use with all garbage, posters etc removed 
from the location. 

 
Soliciting and approaching customers at Northgate Shopping Centre is not 
permitted.  Customers in the mall must approach you at the booth.

conjunction with our Marketing Department the fee may be waived for you to hold your event 
at Northgate in Centre Court.

REQUIREMENTS 
 
 The Community Booth is designated for the sole purpose of fundraising by local Charities or 

Non-Profit Registered Organizations.  
 
 Increasing insurance costs and liability concerns have resulted in the creation of a strict 

policy intended to ensure that both the mall and the non-profit group involved will be 
protected from any possible litigation arising from their event or activity at the shopping 
centre. 

 
 We therefore require proof of insurance coverage for the term in the amount of $3,000,000 

liability with HOOPP Realty Inc. and Morguard Investments Limited listed as Additional 
Insured.  (HOOPP is the mall owner; Morguard is the company that manages the mall).
